Title

This amendment may be referred to as the Christchurch Earthquake (Information 
Sharing) Code 2011 (Temporary) Amendment No.1. 


2.
Commencement and expiration
This amendment will:

(a) come into force on 10 March 2011;
(b) expire on the same date as the code of practice.   

3.
Amendment to clause 2(b) of code 

Clause 2(b) of the Christchurch Earthquake (Information Sharing) Code 2011 (Temporary) is revoked and the following paragraph is substituted: 

(b) expire on 24 May 2011.
Explanatory note 

This note is not part of the amendment but explains its effect. 

The Christchurch Earthquake (Information Sharing) Code 2011 (Temporary) was provided to expire on 24 May 2011, or on the date on which the emergency declaration terminates, whichever is the earlier.  The Privacy Commissioner has concluded that having the code expire on the very day that the emergency declaration expires could be unduly disruptive, especially since there may not be much advance notice of the lifting of the state of national emergency.  The Commissioner concluded that it is in the public interest to have the code continue to a fixed date, three months after the issue of the code.
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
